A MESSAGE FROM
THE BOARD

Greetings to the members and friends of Alamo
Heights Christian Church:

The General Board met
on March 8, 2009 for the
purpose of approving a
new insurance policy on
our building and
property. Bob Jones did
a lot of ground work
resulting in a $5000 a

year savings for
essentially the same
coverage. A word of

thanks is in order for
Bob’s efforts.

At the same meeting the Board approved a
recommendation from the Board of Elders that
Alamo Heights Christian Church formally set

several goals for our church. This was a result
of meetings between the Board of Elders and
Jim Hollingsworth, a consultant who has been
working with us for the last year. Jim has

pointed out several times the enormous benefits
that can be derived from a church setting
attainable and measurable goals. Most of us will
agree with this method as we have used this
successfully many times in our lives. Jim also

related several success stories using this method.

The goals recommended by the Board of Elders
were as follows:

1) 200 active members in the next five
years.

2) 150 attendees for two consecutive
Sunday Morning Worship Services
within the next three years.

3) 5 baptisms per year for the next five
years.

For many this will seem too aggressive -- for

others not aggressive enough! | believe they are

attainable, and they are definitely measurable.
Number 3 will be attained if we reach number 1.
In three years number 2 will tell us if we are
going to meet number 1 and if our advertising
and evangelism efforts are working. | might
point out that number 1 will bring us back to the

levels of approximately ten year ago so | know
we can do what we have done before.

How will we accomplish this? Last year many
of our members participated in a unique
discovery process wherein we discovered the
gifts that God has granted each one of us. There
have been many who did not get to participate in
that discovery and have requested the
opportunity to do so. For this reason you will
have another opportunity on April 26, 2009 so
put this on your calendar. More details will
follow.

All of us have special gifts that will be beneficia
to our church. Sometimes we know what they
are, but more often we suppress our true gifts
and fail to discover them. It is our hope to form
small groups of people who have the same (gifts
to brainstorm how we can accomplish our goals.
This will also accomplish another proven
method that leads to church growth. It has been
proven that the formation of small groups leads
to not only church growth but also personal
fulfillment. Hopefully a large majority of our
congregation will want to participate.

In the long run we all know that our goals can
only be reached if it is God’'s will. We must

always keep in our prayers that our church is
truly doing God's will.
